Follow up Information

A. The Goal of Follow-up:

- That God may be glorified 
- Continue to water the seeds planted
- Share the love of Christ through caring attitudes

B. The Principles for Follow-up:

1.     Specific prayer

- Have your church or prayer team praying for all those who attended. Pray that other Christians may be placed in their lives and that they will have yearning desire to know more!
- Pray about ways you can continue to evangelize to each individual. 

2.     The ministry of the Word of God

- Showing and teaching them the true character of God, and what a relationship with him is all about. 

3.   Individual attention

- If possible, try to meet and follow up with people and families individually. Let them see they are unique and special to you and your church. They are more than new pew fillers. 

C.  The Cost of Following Up:

1.     It demands much time and commitment.
· You need to be willing to be take time, follow up should be long term. Be willing to be loving and patient.  You may not see the results right away or ever, but you will be planting the seeds that may be watered by somebody else God has chosen. Let God use you in the moments you have. 

2. It needs to be done as soon as possible

-The longer you leave to follow up with somebody the harder it will be. Start following up within two weeks of your event so people know you are not quick to forget them! 

Follow up Suggestions:

The following are some tips that may work for your follow up. Feel free to change them, adapt them, or even come up with your own! Hopefully these ideas will help you or at least get the ball rolling!

·  Send out personal thank you notes for attending the event.

·  Let participants know it would not have been possible without them and their time and contribution! 
· Along with the invitations, send out information on your future summer programs, events, and even Sunday services. (A Sunday potluck may help encourage fellowship)
· Give participants a short phone call thanking them. Ask if they have any questions or if there is anything the church can pray for.
· Arrange a personal coffee meeting (or something similar) in order to get to know families/parents/individuals better.
· Consider making GOL an annual event. When it comes around next year, invite this year’s participants back.
